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The photojournalist Damaso Reyes (New York, 1978) presents “The Europeans: A Work 
in Progress” his first exhibition in Spain (until July 18th) at the Alex Telese gallery in 
Barcelona. It is a selection from an unfinished series that is comprised of thousands of 
images. In this exhibition, he reflects about Europe's present and future through an array 
of everyday photographs from different countries, in a moment characterized by unseen 
economic, social and political uncertainty in western Europe since the 1930s, a period of 
time when dictatorships and wars prevailed. The current context is different due to the 
fact our current wars have been economic and financial rather than military. There are 
still victims though.
 
Reyes' artistic influence is The Americans, a collection of photographs that Robert Frank 
created in the middle of the 20th century. Among the photographs of this exhibition, I 
will highlight one of the very best made, Touching the void, a snapshot taken in Berlin at 
the monument built in honor of those Jews who died in Holocaust. Other pictures refer 
to topics such as the non-integration of migrants (Austria), the independent sentiment of 
nations without a state (Catalonia) or the art of living in a civilized way (Holland).
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
